Programme:

The programme starts with a full day discus-
sing ideologies and party political program-
mes. 
After the broad introduction of the ideologies 
the groups were asked to write a policy pro-
gramme based on the ideology and to pick 
the three main policy priorities. 
The next phase was campaigning and com-
munication. An introduction about strategy 
was followed by a SWOT analysis. 
After this attention was paid to constructing 
a political message and on how to commu-

nicate this message.
The last phase was personal skills. A lively 
introduction about presenting in front of a 
camera was followed by a presentation of 
a one minute speech in front of the camera. 
We finalized the training with theory about 
debating and a debate role play in which the 
prime minister had to defend a huge cut in 
military defence expenses against three op-
position parties. 

vity in the way that there are many sensible 
people that have other views about the fu-
ture of the country. Having said this all par-
ticipants share the conviction that Georgia 
must survive against a powerful neighbour. 
The strong support of the USA is really ap-
preciated and the hesitant behaviour and 
the nature of the EU is often misunderstood. 
In the future the curriculum might also con-
tain information about the EU.

Results:

Continuing this programme is very much 
recommended. It improves the skills of the 
participants greatly and learns them to co-
operate and appreciate those that are seen 
as political enemies. In the Georgian poli-
tical environment this is unique. The pro-
gramme has proven itself in the past years 
and contains a perfect balance between 
theory and practice. Moreover it gives the 
opposition parties a chance to feel equal 
amongst the representatives of the power 
party and the power party a sense of relati-
